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EFFECTIVE DATE: January 1, 2008
GOVERNOR’'SBUDGET: Thishill is anticipated by the Governor’s recommended budget.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT MANDATE: Thishill does not affect local governments' service levels or
shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 15, Article X1 of the Oregon Constitution.

COMMENTS: The bill would require anyone under the age of sixteen operating a Class | (quad) or
Class I11 (motorcycle) all-terrain vehicles on public lands to take safety classes and examinations for
operator permits for Class | and Class |11 al-terrain vehicles, and phases-in requirement for operating
permits based upon the age of the operator. This bill also establishes the offense of endangering a Class |
al-terrain vehicle (ATV) operator as a Class C traffic violation.

This bill requires the Oregon Parks and Recreation Department (OPRD) to develop a curriculum, testing
methodology and ongoing program support for an ATV safety program. Funding for this program would
come from the ATV funds that are a percentage of the gasoline taxes set aside to support such initiatives.
The ATV program of OPRD currently has responsibility to communicate information regarding off-
highway vehicle riding opportunities, laws and rules, provide grant funding for off-highway vehicle
projects that include land acquisition, devel opment, maintenance and operations, law enforcement,
emergency medical services, and safety training. OPRD currently requires operator permits for Class |11
operators between the ages of 7 and 17, offers training courses for ATV operation, and issues permits for
Classl, I, and Il ATVs. OPRD has indicated their intent to provide these services regardl ess whether or
not thishill is enacted. OPRD has sufficient funds within the ATV fund to provide these services and
additional authority to charge a fee for these services, in the opinion of Legidlative Fiscal Office, is not
necessary. If OPRD needs additional limitation due to the requirements of thishill, they are instructed to
come back to the Legislature to request and justify this increased limitation.

Thisbill is not anticipated to have a substantive fiscal impact on the Oregon Judicial Department or
Oregon Department of Transportation.
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
