GOVERNOR’'SBUDGET: Thishill is not anticipated by the Governor’s recommended budget.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT MANDATE: Thishill does not affect local governments' service levels or
shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 15, Article X1 of the Oregon Constitution.

COMMENTS: Thishill creates the crime of organized retail theft when a person acts in concert with
another person and the aggregate value of merchandise exceeds $5,000 in a 90 day period. Thiscrimeis
classified asaClass B felony.

The fiscal impact of thisbill indeterminate. It isnot possible to accurately predict the number of new
cases that may be charged under this bill. Under current law, these activities can be charged as Theft | or
under Oregon’ s Racketeer Influenced Corrupt Organization (RICO) statutes. In addition, a crime that fits
the definition of organized retail theft could be prosecuted under the Repeat Offender or RICO statute
and possibly be sentenced to alonger prison sentence than under the organized retail theft crime. It isnot
clear whether District Attorneys would choose to use the organized retail theft law when other options,
with potentially greater sanctions, are available. The Criminal Justice Commission does not anticipate a
prison bed impact due to this bill.
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
