EFFECTIVE DATE: January 1, 2008
GOVERNOR’'SBUDGET: Thishill is not anticipated by the Governor’s recommended budget.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT MANDATE: Thishill does not affect local governments' service levels or
shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 15, Article X1 of the Oregon Constitution.

COMMENTS: The bill directs that moneys received from civil penaltiesimposed by Board of Boiler
Rules be used for administration and enforcement of laws governing boilers and pressure vessels.

The Department of Consumer and Business Services (DCBS) Building Codes Division transferred
$111,250 in civil penalty revenue to the General Fund for the 2003-05 biennium, and is projecting
$100,000 for the 2005-07 biennium. DCBS estimates that if the bill passes approximately $100,000 in
additional Other Funds revenue would transfer to the Boiler program to cover administrative expenses
per biennium. The General Fund would be reduced by the same amount. Other Fund revenues would be
lower for the 2007-09 biennium because the bill does not become operative until July 1, 2008.

DCBS indicates that transferring penalty revenues from the General Fund to the DCBS Fund for Boiler

program administration and enforcement would not impact licensing and permit fees and could result in a
slight increase in the ending fund balance.
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
