EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The 2001 Legidative Assembly created the Law Enforcement Contacts Policy and Data Review
Committee consisting of 11 members appointed by the Governor. The purpose of the committeeisto receive and
analyze demographic data to ensure that |aw enforcement agencies perform their mission without inequitable or unlawful
discrimination based on race, color or national origin. The Oregon Criminal Justice Commission contracts with Portland
State University to administer the program and pays PSU with General Fund moneys. The Department of
Trangportation has received afederal grant to collect data on arrest datarelating to race, color and national origin. These
funds will be used to pay PSU to run the program.
