WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Expands authority of State Board of Chiropractic Examinersin license denials.
Revises references of “limited active” to “ Active Senior.” Stipulates that chiropractic physicians may, with proper
training, utilize medical oxygen in emergency situations. Reduces license renewal notice from 60 days to 30 days.
Increases the board member requirement from one year of practice to aminimum of five years. Clarifies continuing
education language.
