WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Allows compensatory and punitive damages and other relief for unlawful
employment practices based on race, religion, color, sex, national origin, marital status, or age.

| SSUES DI SCUSSED:
»  Process of filing protected class complaints
» Protections for employees who work in municipalities that have enacted gender diversity ordinances

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Current statute establishes unlawful discrimination based on a protected classin avariety of areas
such asreal estate transactions, public accommodations, and workers compensation, but not for employment practices.
HB 2260 aigns remedies available for employment discrimination based on an employee' s protected class (race,
religion, color, sex, national origin, marital status, or age) with those that are aready available for smilar types of
discrimination. The bill would enable those who suffer employment discrimination based on a protected class to recover
$200 or actual compensatory damages, and would also allow the recovery of punitive damagesif the employee can meet
the test required by law to plead these damages.

Federa civil rights law aready allowsfor recovery of certain amounts of compensatory damages for protected class
discrimination under Title V11 of the Civil Rights Act of 1964. Federal law appliesto employers with 15 or more
employees, while state civil rights law appliesto employers with one or more employees.
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
