EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: In an appeal from ajuvenile court proceeding, the attorney for the juvenile is responsiblefor filing
and serving those documents necessary to commence the appeal. Notice of the appeal must be filed not later than 30
days after entry of the judgment. Most juveniles before ajuvenile court are represented by court-appointed counsel. The
office of public defense services administers Oregon’ sindigent services system.
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
