EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACK GROUND: Under current statutes, subscribers who have telecommunications services, which includes cdllular,
wireless, and other common radio carriers, are assessed atax of $.75 per month. The funds collected are deposited into
the Emergency Communications account and is then distributed by the Office of Emergency Management to the 9-1-1
communication districts. The authority to assess thistax is scheduled to sunset on January 1, 2008.

House Bill 2369 would extend the authority to assess thistax to January 1, 2014.
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
