BACKGROUND: ORS97.130(1) setsforth the process by which a person may, by written signed document, set forth
how he or she would like to dispose of his or her remains upon death. If aperson has not done this, then ORS 97.130(2)
setsforth, in order of priority, who can make the decision. First onthelist isasurviving spouse, then a son or a daughter
18 yearsor older. Last onthelistisapublic health officer. Thisleaves unanswered what happens, for example, if one
spouse murders the other and then has the right to determine how the deceased person’ s remains are to be handled.
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
