BACKGROUND: The Oregon Veterans Home provides intermediate and skilled nursing, and Alzheimer’ s disease
care to some of Oregon’s vulnerable veteran population. Careis provided in a 75,000 square foot, single-story facility
through a contract with a private care provider. The Home has a maximum capacity of 151 patients. House Bill 2630
would alow state employees to voluntarily donate funds from their salary to the Oregon Veterans' Home.
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
