WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Defines “entrée” and “snack.” Specifies minimum standards for food and beverages
sold in public kindergarten through grade 12 schools. Specifies calories and/or fat grams for snacks and beverages served
in blended schools. Identifies beveragesto be sold in grades 9-12. Allows the school district boards to adopt more
restrictive standards. Specifies that standards for entrées and snack items that are prepared on-site becomes effective for
school year 2008-2009. Specifiesthat, to the greatest extent possible, the effective date for contractsis July 1, 2008.
Declares emergency, effective date July 1, 2007.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Replaces original measure.

BACKGROUND: In response to increased childhood obesity and diabetes rates, anumber of states have revised and
strengthened their school nutrition policies. Many states have adopted laws or regulations that establish nutrition
standards for foods sold in vending machines, fundraisers, school stores, alacarte (foods sold individually in the
cafeteria) and other foods outside of federally-funded school meals. In addition, large school systems, such as New Y ork
City, Los Angeles, Chicago, and Philadelphia, have devel oped their own school food policies.

The Child Nutrition and Women Infant Children (WIC) Reauthorization Act of 2004 requiresthat al school districts
with afederally-funded school meals program develop and implement wellness policies that address nutrition and
physical activity by the start of the 2006-2007 school year. Responding to the federd requirement, the Oregon Nutrition
Policy Alliance, in October 2005, issued the Model Local School Policies & Recommendations for Administrative Rules,
which isamodel of nutrition and physical activity policiesfor implementing policies that impact nutrition, physica
activity and the devel opment of school health councils.
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
