Applies to tobacco products tax reporting periods beginning on or after effective date of Act. Takes effect on
91st day following adjournment sine die.

The Other Tobacco Tax (OTP) is levied at the rate of 65% of the whole sale price. However, cigars are
capped at 50 cent per cigar.
