BACKGROUND: Currently, the crime of strangulation isa Class A misdemeanor. HB 3329 elevates strangulation to a
Class C felony if achild related to the defendant or victim is present, a dangerous weapon isinvolved, or physical injury
results. HB 3329 a so elevates strangulation to a Class C felony if the defendant has a prior conviction for strangulation,
aprior conviction for assault or menacing involving the same victim, or at least three prior convictionsfor assault or
menacing or the equivalent crimein other jurisdictions.
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
