WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Establishes Task Force on Oregon’s Hybrid Poplar Industry consisting of seven
members appointed jointly by the Speaker of the House and the Senate President. Directs Task Force to study hybrid
poplar industry and review law and rules, specifically those related to tax assessment and regulatory issues, and report
back to interim committee no later than December 1, 2007.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: A "hybrid" plant is produced when pollen of one speciesis used to fertilize flowers of another
species. A hybrid poplar is atree resulting from the combining, either naturally or artificialy, of various poplar
speciesinto ahybrid. Hybrid poplars are among the fastest-growing treesin North America and are used
commercially for pulpwood, engineered lumber products and fuel source. Hybrid poplars are currently exempt from
special forestland assessments when harvested on arotation cycle of 12 years or less after planting. Such poplars are
also exempt from provisions of the Forest Practices Act.

House Bill 3481-A establishes atask force to study the Oregon Hybrid Poplar Industry and report back to an interim
committee with its recommendations no later than December 1, 2007.
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
