EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The 2005 Legid ature enacted SB 460 which allowed Clinical Nurse Specialists (CNS) to prescribe
medications. Feeswere reduced for initid certification and renewal of CNS certification in order keep fees more
equitable with other advanced practice license types. Theinitial prescriptive authority application and renewal of

prescriptive authority were set at the same level as Nurse Practitioners with the same authority.
