EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Thisjoint memorial was presession filed at the request of Superintendent of Public Instruction Susan
Casdtillo for the Department of Education. The Individuals with Disabilities Education Act authorizes the U.S. Congress
to pay for up to 40 percent of the average per pupil expenditure for the costs of education children with disabilities, but
Congress has not appropriated the maximum amount allowed. According to the March 2006 “ Report on Adequacy of
K-12 Education Funding” by the Joint Special Committee on Public Education Appropriation, federal funds covered an
estimated 17.3% of costsin Oregon in 2004-05. According to the Department of Education, in 2004-05 federal funding
totaled $130 million for children 0-21, or 18% of costs (dightly higher than the initial estimate in the af orementioned
report). Thisjoint memorial calls upon Congress to bring funding up to the maximum amount alowed to alleviate the
funding shortage for specia education at the state and local level, which would be over $250 million/year in Oregon,
according to the Department of Education.
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
