EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: The amendment replaces the entire text of HIM 3.

BACKGROUND: HIM 3-A refers to ongoing communication between the Oregon Superintendent of Public Instruction
and the Oregon Department of Education with the U.S. Department of Education over the disruption of Oregon’s state
assessment and states that the disruption was not caused by public schools or students.

Oregon'’ s online assessment system, the Technology Enhanced Student Assessment (TESA), has been the subject of a
contract dispute between the Oregon Department of Education and the contractor, Vantage Learning. The dispute began
in 2006 and culminated with the contractor’ s decision to discontinue providing access to Oregon students to TESA on or
about March 9, 2007. The Oregon Department of Education’ s then decided to resort to paper-and-pencil testing. There
isan ongoing legal dispute between the Oregon Department of Education and V antage L earning.
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
