WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Deletes required membership numbers of the Joint Committee on Ways and
Means, Joint Legidative Committee on Information Management and Technology, Legidative Counsel
Committee, and the Legidative Administration Committee. Provides that quorum for transacting business in those
committees—plus the committee for issuing the education funding report pursuant to Article VIII Section 8—isa
majority of House members and a majority of Senate members. Requires an affirmative vote of a mgjority of
House members and a mgjority of Senate membersfor action.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: For the Joint Legidative Audit Committee, del etes required
membership numbers; provides that quorum for transacting businessis a majority of House membersand a
majority of Senate members; and requires an affirmative vote of a maority of House members and a majority of
Senate members for action.

BACKGROUND: Membership of several joint legisative committeesis established in statute, with the
President and Speaker appointing legislators from their respective chambers to the committees. Presently, most
committee rules define quorum to be amajority of appointed members and a so require the affirmative vote of a
majority of appointed members for action.

Senate Bill 371, passed by the Senate earlier this session, modified the membership, quorum and voting
reguirements of the Emergency Board. Senate Bill 5-A modifies the membership of other statutory joint
legislative committees to allow for even membership between the House and Senate and to require a majority
from each chamber for quorum and committee action.
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
