WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Establisnhesthat information about avoter’s disability that is entered into official
voter registration records by an election official is exempt from disclosure under Oregon’s public record laws.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: ORS 247.973 provides that an individual’ s signature submitted for the purpose of registering to vote
is subject to inspection as a public record. However, identifying information that is* submitted by an individual”
pursuant to the federal Help America V ote Act, which contains provisions designed to increase access to voting for
persons with disabilities, is not subject to Oregon’s public recordslaw. SB 79 clarifies that identifying information
relating to adisability “that is entered into official voter registration records by an elections officia” is not subject to
disclosure as well.
