EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The Board of Medical Examinersis responsible for administering the Medical Practice Act and
establishing the rules and regulations pertaining to the practice of medicine in Oregon. The board determines
requirements for Oregon licensure for certain practitioners, ensures that all applicants granted licensure meet al
Oregon requirements, investigates complaints against licensees and takes disciplinary action when a violation of the
Medical Practice Act occurs.

The board itself no longer examines every candidate for licensure. Proponents of SB Bill 147 assert that the name
change will eliminate public confusion between the board and the State Medical Examiner and keep Oregon aigned
with other states that have dropped the word ‘ examiners' and adopted a similar nomenclature.
