EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Currently, 2005 Oregon Laws (Chapter 162) authorizes the Pain Management Commission of the
Department of Human Services Pain Management Division to require that al health professional's take pain management
education as part of their continuing education requirement. A technicality in the way the measure was written allowed
the Oregon Board of Psychologist Examinersto deny the renewal of alicense or initia licensure of an applicant until the
pain management course was completed. The board asserts that thiswas not the intent of the previous legidation.
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
