WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Creates intrastate mutual assistance compact. Streamlines the process by which local
government may request assistance from another local government under certain circumstances.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Current statutes require the Governor to participate on behalf of the State of Oregon with other
states in an Emergency Management Assistance Compact. The statutes describe the elements of the compact in aform
substantialy in the following areas: 1) the purpose and authorities, 2) generd implementation, 3) party state
responsibilities, 4) limitations, 5) licenses and permits, 6) liability, 7) supplementary agreements, 8) compensation, 9)
reimbursement, 10) evacuation, 11) implementation, 12) validity and 13) additional provisions.

Senate Bill 330 would create an Intrastate Mutual Assistance Compact with the intent to minimize the impact of an event
that could overwhelm the resources of alocal government during a non-declared emergency.
