WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Modifiesthe definition of "employment relations’ under public employee collective
bargaining law to include safety issues that have an impact on the on-the-job safety of the employees or staffing levels
that have a significant impact on the on-the-job safety of the employees.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Madifiesthe definition of “employment relations.” Resolves conflicts
with HB 2372 A.

BACKGROUND: Public employee collective bargaining in Oregon has evolved over the past severa decades. The
Public Employee Collective Bargaining Act (PECBA) establishes the means for government employees to bargain with
public employers. Under PECBA, safety issues were once considered under “ other employment issues’ as possible
mandatory bargaining issues depending on a balancing test, determining whether parties are required to negotiate on a
particular subject (mandatory) or the subject can be negotiated if parties agree to do so (permissive).

SB 750 (1995) brought major changes to public collective bargaining law, including the use of the balancing test. Under
thetest’ s provisions, if aproposal isnot considered mandatory, it is not required to be bargained and is only considered
by an arbitrator if both parties agree for it to be bargained. Currently, safety and staffing issues can only be bargained on
if they have a“direct and substantial effect on the on-the-job safety of employees.”

SB 400 C requires safety and staffing issues to become a bargaining issue only if they relate to employees on-the-job
safety or staffing levels that have a significant impact on the on-the-job safety of the employees. The measure amends
the definition of “employment relations’ under PECBA to include personnel who are currently prohibited by statute
from striking, such asfirefighters, police officers, and guards at correctional institutions and mental health hospitals.
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
