WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Requires Public Officials Compensation Commission to recommend salaries
of legidators and other elective officers. Requires the Governor to include Commission-recommended salariesin
the Governor’s Recommended Budget. Requiresthe Legidative Assembly to consider the salary
recommendations. Increases membership of the Commission from seven to 11, with six membersto be voters
selected at random by the Secretary of State. Establishes Commission meeting and reporting timelines. Repeals
current statutory salary provisions effective July 1, 2009. Declares emergency; effective upon passage.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Deéletes provisions authorizing report to 2008 Special Session.
Postpones repeal of statutory salary provisionsto July 1, 2009. Changes Commission’s reporting deadline to
November 10. Further defines persons not eligible to serve on the Commission.

BACKGROUND: Oregon’s Public Officials Compensation Commission was created by the Legidative
Assembly in 1983. The seven-member commission had the responsibility to review and make recommendationsto
the Legidative Assembly regarding the salaries of legidators, the Governor, Secretary of State, State Treasurer,
Attorney General, Superintendent of Public Instruction, Commissioner of the Bureau of Labor and Industries, and
judges from the Court of Appeals, Supreme Court, Circuit Court, and Tax Court. Based on the recommendations
of the Compensation Commission, the Legidative Assembly was to set salaries for the elected officials and
legidators. Theterms of the last members of the commission expired in August 2000.

Other states, including Washington, Delaware, Arizona, and Minnesota, have compensation commissions or
councilsthat either set salaries or make recommendations for legidative consideration. Recently, the Public
Commission on the Oregon Legidature reviewed the structure and mandate of the Washington Citizens
Commission on Salaries for Elected Officials and recommended that Oregon’ s compensation commission be
revived.
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
