WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Requires in-home care agency to maintain administrative and professional oversight
of itsin-home care workers. The measure eliminates DHS authority to establish fees for in-home care agency licensing
programin rule, but instead establishes feesin statute. It requires Department of Human Services (DHS) to inspect in-
home care agency prior to services being rendered to the public. The measure establishes violation of in-home care
agency licensing requirements and authorizes DHS to commence action to enjoin violation of requirements and recover
attorney fees. Failureto comply with licensing requirementsinclude (but is not limited to) failure on the part of thein-
home care agency to provide awritten disclosure statement to the client or client’ s representative prior to in-home care
services being rendered; failure to provide the contracted in-home care services; or, failure to correct deficiencies
identified during a department inspection.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The health Care Licensure and Certification (HCLC) program of the Department of Human Services
ensures that Oregonians have access to high quality and safe health care. To fulfill this mission, DHS licenses and
certifies (through Medicare regulation) health facilities, providers, and suppliers. The HCLC regulates over 400 health
carefacilities, providers and suppliersin acute care and community-based care programs. These include hospitals, home
health agencies, ambulatory surgical centers, rura health clinics, specia inpatient care facilities, end-stage renal disease
didysisfacilities, birthing centers, hospices, rehabilitation agencies and clinics, comprehensive outpatient rehabilitation
facilities, community mental health centers, hemodialysis technicians, and portable X-ray suppliers.
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
