BACKGROUND: Gladys Miller Thompson devoted her life to service to her fellow tribal members of the
Confederated Tribes of the Warm Springs Reservation of Oregon. Gladys Thompson learned Kiksht, the language of the
Wasco people. She also became fluent in Ichishkiin and Sahaptin languages of the Columbia Plateau.

Gladys Thompson is teaching Kiksht to her grandchildren and to many members of the Warm Springs Tribes and is one
of three surviving fluent Kiksht speakers.
