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GOVERNOR’'SBUDGET: Thishill is not anticipated by the Governor’s recommended budget.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT MANDATE: Thisbhill does not affect local governments' service levels or
shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 15, Article X1 of the Oregon Constitution.

COMMENTS: The measure would allow the use of family leave by eligible employees of employers
with 25 or more employees, for the care of a grandparent or grandchild. The impact of expanding the list
of family membersisindeterminate for a number of reasons, some of which are: 1) there are no
forecasting methods to project which employees, at which employers, would avail themselves of this
option, and whether an individual has paid |eave available or must take leave without pay; 2) an existing
collective bargaining agreement or agency policy might have provisions that already include
grandparents and grandchildren in the context of family member for purposes of using sick leave with
pay; and 3) subject jurisdictions’ current experience of employees’ use of available paid leave other than
sick leave, or leave without pay, to attend to these family membersis not known.

If there were to be an increase in employees seeking family leave expressly because of this provision, it is
likely the entities that would be most affected are those that are small, with few staff in each office or
division, and those with 24/7 staffing requirements or time-sensitive workload conditions, such as
elections.
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
