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EFFECTIVE DATE: January 1, 2008
GOVERNOR’'SBUDGET: Thishill is not anticipated by the Governor’s recommended budget.

LOCAL GOVERNMENT MANDATE: Thishill does not affect local governments' service levels or
shared revenues sufficient to trigger Section 15, Article X1 of the Oregon Constitution.

COMMENTS: Thishill createsthe class A traffic infraction of infliction of seriousinjury or death to a
vulnerable user of apublic way. Thisinfraction is punishable with afine up to $12,500, performance of
community service, suspension of driving privileges, and a requirement to take a driver improvement
class prior to reinstatement of driving privileges. The bill also requires the Oregon Judicial Department
(OJD) to approve adriver improvement program.

The fiscal impact of thishill isindeterminate. OJD can not reliably predict the number of citations that
may be issued. Using data from the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, in Oregon on
average there were 49 pedestrian and 10 bicyclist fatalities each year from 2001 — 2005. OJD estimates
increased costs of $11,700 - $15,500 per biennium due to the requirements of this bill and a minimal
increase in revenues of $12,000 — $24,000.

It is not possible to estimate with a high level of confidence the number of citations that may be written
for thisinfraction. Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT), Transportation Safety Division
statistics from 2004 indicate 1230 crashes with motor vehicles that resulted in injuriesto cyclists and
pedestrians and 54 crashes that involved vehicles and pedestrian or cyclist fatalities. The number of these
instances in which the operator of the motor vehicle was operating in a careless or reckless manner is
believed to be small. ODOT estimates the cost of implementing the requirements of this bill to be
$46,600. ODOT also estimates an increase in revenues due to an increase in reinstatement fees, but is
unable to accurately predict how many licenses may need to be reinstated.

It isimportant to note that ODOT analyzes all legislation that passes and develops awork plan to
complete al the changes together in order to efficiently complete the necessary work. Therefore, while
each bill is analyzed for changes asif it were the only change necessary, actua programming time could
be reduced due to efficiencies. The Department will develop awork plan to address all computer

changes required to conform Driver and Motor V ehicle systems to enacted legislation. The Department
will then appear before the Emergency Board, if necessary, during the interim to request an expenditure
limitation increase needed to address the required work.
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
