A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to practice of physical therapy.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2007 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 688.010 to

688.201.

SECTION 2. The practice of physical therapy does not include chiropractic as defined in

ORS 684.010.
