After line 9 of the printed bill, insert:

“Whereas Oregon requires the expertise and services of more than 100,000 public health pro-
fessionals, state police, local police, sheriff's officers, fire rescue personnel, emergency medical
technicians, National Guard members, doctors, nurses, hospital staff, long term care staff and
emergency electrical and emergency utility workers as pandemic emergency responders during a
catastrophic pandemic disaster; and”.

In line 17, delete “¢—___ for the” and insert “$1,924,774 to”.

In line 18, delete the first “of” and insert “personal protective equipment, including but not
limited to gloves, masks, gowns, sanitation supplies, decontamination supplies and medical supplies,
to provide personnel capacity sufficient to implement distribution of supplies, to train pandemic

emergency responders and to purchase”.
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
