Prohibits person from acquiring land by adverse possession when land is owned or used by
railroad.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to adverse possession.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. A person may not acquire by adverse possession, as defined in ORS 105.620,

property owned by a railroad or used for a railroad operation.
