SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor's brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Allows county to sell land acquired for delinquent taxes and use proceeds for public improve-
ment projects.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to county lands.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. (1) A county court sitting for the transaction of county business may, by
order, designate as public improvement purpose land real property that was acquired by the
county for delinquent taxes or otherwise.

(2) Land that has been set aside as public improvement purpose land may be alienated,
sold or conveyed, in whole or in part, by the county upon a finding that the alienation, sale
or conveyance is in the public interest.

(3) Upon a finding under subsection (2) of this section, the land set aside may be sold at
public or private sale, or other lands may be taken in exchange and set aside for public im-
provement projects.

(4) When an alienation, sale or conveyance takes place, the proceeds shall be held for

public improvement projects, including public buildings.
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
