SUMMARY

to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor's brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires dealer to pay distributor or manufacturer prior to delivery of beverages. Allows dis-
tributor or manufacturer to accept cash at time of delivery.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to beverages.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Section 2 of this 2007 Act is added to and made a part of ORS 459A.700 to
459A.740.

SECTION 2. A distributor or manufacturer may not sell or deliver, and a dealer may not
purchase or receive, any beverage unless the beverage and the refund value of the beverage
container as established by ORS 459A.705 are paid for prior to delivery:

(1) By electronic fund transfer initiated on or before the date of delivery;

(2) By valid check, order or negotiable instrument payable on the date of delivery; or

(3) By cash at the time of delivery.
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
