It is an editor′s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires Economic and Community Development Department to develop process for making
annual grants from Oregon Community Development Fund to governing bodies of counties to pro-
mote economic development.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to grants by Economic and Community Development Department to counties for promoting

economic development.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. (1) The Economic and Community Development Department shall establish

a process by which grants of $10,000 are made annually from the Oregon Community Devel-

opment Fund to the governing body of each county in this state that applies to the depart-

ment for a grant for the purpose of promoting economic development in the county.

(2) Grants made by the department from the Oregon Community Development Fund un-

der subsection (1) of this section must meet criteria established by the department by rule

for promoting economic development by the counties of this state.
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
