SUMMARY

to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor's brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs each county sheriff's department and chief of police of city police department to adopt
policy addressing whether peace officers may appear in uniform while off-duty.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to peace officers.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Each county sheriff's department and chief of police of a city police depart-
ment shall adopt a policy that addresses whether peace officers may appear in uniform while
off-duty. The policy described in this section shall apply to all persons in the department,
including the sheriff or the chief of police.
