Fund, the Women, Infants and Children Program food rebates, the Coordinated School
Health Program, Edward Byrne Memorial State and Local Law Enforcement Assistance,
homeland security and emergency preparedness and response services, but excluding lottery
funds and federal funds not described in this section, collected or received by the Department
of Human Services, for the following purposes:
