A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to administration of child support program.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. Notwithstanding section 22, chapter 572, Oregon Laws 2003, the amendments
made to ORS 25.275 and 107.135 by sections 6 and 13a, chapter 572, Oregon Laws 2003, apply
to child support judgments and child support judgment modifications entered on or after
January 1, 1995.
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
