Requires employee of Department of Human Services participating in child protective services
case to be licensed clinical social worker.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to employees of the Department of Human Services.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. An employee of the Department of Human Services who participates in the
assessment, investigation or enforcement of child protective services in any case of child
abuse as defined in ORS 419B.005 must be a clinical social worker licensed under ORS 675.510
to 675.600.

SECTION 2. Section 1 of this 2007 Act becomes operative on January 1, 2009.
