Whereas Doug Killin graduated from the Oregon College of Education and received a Masters
in Education from the University of Oregon in 1966; and

Whereas Doug Killin was an English teacher and Assistant Principal at Albany Union High
School, South Albany High School and West Albany High School; and

Whereas Doug Killin was appointed to the Albany Planning Commission in 1995; and

Whereas Doug Killin was elected to the Albany City Council three times and was elected Mayor
of Albany in 2006; and

Whereas Doug Killin had a deep interest in helping the homeless, the disadvantaged and the
handicapped; and

Whereas Doug Killin devoted himself to serving his community as a teacher, school adminis-
trator and elected official; now, therefore,
Be It Resolved by the Legislative Assembly of the State of Oregon:

That we, the members of the Seventy-fourth Legislative Assembly, in special legislative session
assembled, express our deepest sympathy to the family of Doug Killin; and be it further
