WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Increases pilot registration fees from $8 to $12 and renewal fees from $16 to $24.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Adds an emergency clause with an effective date of July 1, 2009.

BACKGROUND: ORS 837.020 requires pilots operating within Oregon to register with the Department of Aviation
within 60 days of issuance of any appropriate effective federal certificate, permit, rating or license rdating to
competency as a pilot (student pilots are required to register prior to their first solo flight). Non-residentsare aso
required to register with the department if they are flying in Oregon either recreationally or for personal business. Non-
resident pilots flying for mgjor air carriers are exempt from the registration requirement provided that isthe only flying
they do within Oregon.

Initia pilot registration is $8 effective through the pilot’s next birthdate, with arenewa every two yearsfor $16. House
Bill 2150 increase initial registration to $12 and renewals to $24.
