EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: The Oregon Health Licensing Agency is a state consumer protection agency that provides
centraized regulatory oversight for 16 health and related professions. The agency holds statutory authority to carry out a
range of regulatory activities, from issuing licenses, conducting examinations, responding to consumer complaints
against licensees, and inspecting licensed busi nesses.
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
