BACKGROUND: The Community Action Directors of Oregon advise the Housing and Community Services
Department (HCSD) and the State Housing Council on community services programs. The purpose of the name
change is to align this group’s name with similar organizations across the country. The national organization,
Community Action Partnership, oversees a campaign to elevate the profile of all the states’ similar programs.
