WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Mandates that every child support order must include amedical support clause.
Requires that the clause address the providing of private health care coverage. Prohibits requiring a parent to provide
health care coverage if the parent’ s disposable income is less than 150 percent of the federa poverty guidelines.
Requires the Department of Justice to develop amedical support notice form. Clarifiesthat alast-issued child support
judgment does not supersede an earlier support order unlessit specifically states that it does. Conforms Oregon law to
federal requirements. Allows a party to appeal a support order if the party’ sincomeis equd to or less than Oregon
minimum wage for full-time employment.

BACKGROUND: Whenever achild support order is entered or modified, acourt or the Support Enforcement Division
of the Department issuing the order or modification must order one or both parents to provide health care coverage. This
isardatively new provision. Thishill ismeant to both clarify when and how health care coverage isto be provided and
to better conform state law to federal requirements.
