WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Clarifiesthat a person eligible for and receiving assistance pursuant to Title IV-A
of the Socia Security Act is presumed not able to pay child support. Allows a person seeking relief from an out-of -state
support enforcement order to challenge the order in the originating state or in this state in the same manner that an
Oregon order could be challenged. Clarifiesthat acourt may give adollar for dollar credit against child support
arrearages for any socia security or Veterans benefits paid for arrearages, not just lump sum payments. Establishes that
past support arrears owed at the time of application for Temporary Assistance to Needy Families are not required to
be assigned to the state.

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Establishesthat past support arrears owed at the time of application
for Temporary Assistance to Needy Families are not required to be assigned to the state.

BACKGROUND: Pursuant to Title IV of the Socia Security Act the federal government gives the states block grants
for Temporary Assistance to Needy Families. In return for these funds, the federal government places restrictions and
reguirements upon the use of thismoney. Certain people are presumed unable to pay child support. Thishill clarifies
that someone receiving temporary assistanceis presumed not able to pay child support.
