WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Increases minimum motor vehicle liability coverage required for property damage
from $10,000 to $20,000 and personal injury protection benefits for lost income from $1,250 to $3,000 per month.

| SSUES DI SCUSSED:
» Possibleratesfor personal injury protection between $1,250 and $5,000 per month
»  Possible minimum requirements for property damage between $15,000 and $25,000
» Possihility of biennia rate adjustment pegged to inflation

EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: Modifiesoriginally proposed $5,000 per month personal injury
protection for lost income to $3,000 per month. Decreases originally proposed minimum liability coverage for property
damage from $25,000 to $20,000.

BACKGROUND: Personal injury protection benefits for lost income were established in 1989 based on 70% of
average family income. Minimum property damage coverage was established in 1985. Neither rate has increased since
its formation.
