Provides
that task force shall determine the cost of providing alaptop computer to each public school student in kindergarten
through grade 12 and identify the implementation and cost obstacles to providing laptops to each public school student.
Requirestask force to report to the Seventy-sixth Legidative Assembly no later than February 1, 2011, on costs and
obstaclesto providing laptops or digita technology to all studentsin kindergarten through grade 12. Repeals measure on
January 2, 2012. Declares an emergency; effective July 1, 2009.
