Lengthens rotation cycle for harvest of intensively managed
hardwood timber for farm use specia assessment from 12 to 20 years. Appliesto property tax years beginning on or
after July 1, 2010.

BACKGROUND: Land used exclusively for farming may be specially assessed at its value for farm use instead of
itsvaluein its highest and best use.
