WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Createsthe Career and Technical Education Collaboration Task Force (CTEC)
and designates task force membership. Requires the task force to identify collaborations and partnerships among
schools, community colleges, labor, business and industry related to career and technical education. Requires the task
force to identify existing collaborations and make recommendations regarding increasing collaborative efforts and
using partnerships for purposes of sharing facilities and resources and developing a high-skill, high-wage sustainable
workforce. Requires the task force to submit a plan, including recommendations, to the interim committee related to
education and workforce development no later than October 1, 2010. Repeals the measure on the date of
commencement of the next regular biennial session.
