WHAT THE MEASURE DOES: Createsa paint stewardship pilot program to reduce the generation of post-consumer
paint, by promoting its reuse and developing aprocess of collecting, transporting and processing it in an environmentally
sound fashion. Requires creation of a stewardship organization made up of paint manufacturers to implement program
by developing a plan and funding its implementation, including development of educational materials for consumers.
Grants pilot program immunity from federal and state antitrust laws. Requires the Department of Environmental Quality
(DEQ) to supervise program, including charging administrative fees and reporting to the Legidlative Assembly on its
effectiveness. Sunsets June 30, 2014. Declares an emergency, effective upon passage.
