EFFECT OF COMMITTEE AMENDMENT: No amendment.

BACKGROUND: Over 45 countries have adopted feed-in tariff programs which encourage the devel opment of
electricity from renewable energy sources, usually solar panels. The basic tenets of afeed-in tariff policy are: if a
utility customer can produce renewable energy, alocal utility must connect them to their grid within 60 days of
application; the utility provider must immediately start buying the electricity from the customer at a pre-determined
incentive price; the price must cover what it costs to produce the electricity (purchase and install solar panels) plusa
reasonable return on investment; and prices are guaranteed to the customer for a set contract period, typically 20
years.
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
